PETITION

The petition of certain citizens of Australia draws to the attention of the Senate that Naqib Ahmad Noori currently being held in the Villawood Immigration Detention Centre:

· has been in Immigration Detention since September 1999.

· has wife and three children (aged 6,11 and 15) who are all Australian citizens.

· has been separated from his family for more than five years. This separation of the family is continuing to cause trauma, depression and stress to all the family members, especially his children.

· has received a favourable Administrative Affairs Tribunal decision on 14 October 2005 referring him for reconsideration for a permanent protection visa.

· despite suffering severe stress and depression is still being held in Immigration Detention.

Your petitioners therefore request the Senate to release Naqib Ahmad Noori immediately from Immigration Detention and that he be granted a substantive visa.
